it.
	Trail intersection points are shown along the trail by the top 
num

ber on trail junction posts.  Additional post num
bers have 

arrows directing you to the next trail intersection.
	M

ost trails at Farragut follow existing topography and m
ay 

have cross slopes, uneven surfaces with tree roots and 
rocks, and m

ay be im
pacted by flora and fauna. Som

e trails 
have been terraced for erosion control and others have 
barriers in place to prevent inappropriate use, all trails are 
used at the persons own risk.
	M

otorized vehicles are not perm
itted on park trails (except 

park m
aintenance vehicles and those perm

itted under the 
Am

ericans with Disabilities Act- stop at Visitor Center for 
details).

Pets and W
ildlife

W
ildlife is easily disturbed by hum

ans and pets.  This can 
cause them

 to leave a safe resting area, waste energy needed 
for survival, or to react in a defensive m

anner.  W
hile m

any 
anim

als w
ill run away if they feel threatened, som

e w
ill attack 

in defense of their young or them
selves.  If an anim

al begins to 
act nervously or stops its regular activity to watch you, please 
give it m

ore space.
	W

ildlife is abundant at Farragut.  Any close encounters 
should be m

et w
ith calm

 and deliberate evasive m
easures.  

M
ake no eye contact and do not turn your back until you 

are out of harm
’s way.  Avoid disturbing w

ildlife, observe 
from

 a distance.
	Pets m

ust always be on a leash and under your control.  
R

oam
ing pets can adversely im

pact w
ildlife, other pets, and 

other trail users or their park experience.  O
w

ners m
ay be 

issued a citation for pets off leash or pets left unattended.

Safety 
	Be aware of your surroundings.
	In case of em

ergencies, contact Park staff, and/or call 911.
	M

ake sure to park in a designated area; do not park on the 
roadside!
	Nature can be unpredictable!  Take water and be prepared 
for unexpected changes in the weather.
	W

hen possible hike w
ith a partner, if not let som

eone know
 

of your route.
	Avoid hiking during adverse w

eather conditions, especially 
high w

inds and w
hen lightning is present.

	Stay on designated trails, and do not cut sw

itchbacks or

Bay Beach parking lot and m

akes a 4 m
ile round trip.  The 

upper section is a w

the shoreline and is w
inding and narrow.

	Bennion H
istorical Trail- a 200 yard long trail that is ADA 

accessible and goes along the w
estern side of the Bennion 

training cam
p.  A num

ber of historical inform
ation signs 

have been placed along the route.
	H

igh Point Trail- starts from
 a parking area just off South 

R
oad on the w

est end of the park.  The trail should be 
traveled in a counter clockw

ise direction for the best view
s.

reille.
	Scout Trail/ Bernard Peak Trail (U

SFS #37)- this trail 
continues on from

 the H
ighpoint Trail over private ground 

before continuing to Bernard Peak over Forest Service 
Lands.  The trail has a steep grade and is 8 m

iles one-way.
